a. General update from the prison from Governor Sarah Coombs: 
i. HMIP are returning to the prison in April to review our progress against their recommendations following the full inspection last summer.
ii. The prison staffing position remains stable, and we are offering a full regime, focussing on getting prisoners into purposeful activity.
iii. We are developing constructive and positive working relationships with Wiltshire Police and have undertaken some recent joint work to disrupt the supply of illicit items to the prison. We continue to ask for the ongoing support of our neighbours in reporting suspicious vehicles/activity surrounding the permitter fence line.
iv. As the warmer weather approaches, we are alert to the potential for music/noise to travel and have already issued notices to staff and prisoners setting expectations of acceptable volume levels.
v. Final HMPPS sign off regarding any capacity expansion plans is scheduled for the end of March and I will provide a more comprehensive update following this.
